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Dr. Qazi Kholiquzzaman Ahmad, an economist and development thinker and practitioner, is currently the Chairman of the multidisciplinary research organization Bangladesh Unnayan Parishad (BUP), and President, Bangladesh Economic Association (BEA). Formerly, he was Research Director at the Bangladesh Institute of Development Studies (BIDS). He has been President of the Kuala Lumpur-based Association of Development Research and Training Institutes of Asia and the Pacific (ADIPA) during 1979-83 and Vice President of the Rome-based Society for International Development (SID) during 1988-91. He holds an M.A (Economics) from Dhaka University and Ph.D (Economics) from the London School of Economics and Political Science (LSE), London University.

In a career spanning over three decades and a half, Dr. Q. K. Ahmad has extensively participated in research activities and dialogues, nationally and internationally, covering different social, political, economic, and environmental aspects and issues of sustainable development as they relate to Bangladesh and other developing countries. He has a large number of publications and research works (about 250) to his credit, including 21 books which he has authored/co-authored/edited/co-edited.  He edits the biannual international journal Asia Pacific Journal on Environment and Development. During the 1990s, Dr. Ahmad led a team of Bangladesh experts in a collaborative effort along with counterparts from India and Nepal to study the possibilities of water-based regional cooperation in the Ganges-Brahmaputra-Meghna (GBM) region. 

During the 1990s, he also directed, jointly with R A Warrick of IGCI, Waikato University, New Zealand, a major study on Greenhouse Effect and Its Implications for Bangladesh. He was a Coordinating Lead Author (Working Group II) of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC)-Third Assessment, which was completed in 2001. He is also associated with the on-going IPCC-Fourth Assessment as a Lead Author (2004-2007). He is currently the Convenor of South Asia Task Force on Climate Change and Its Implications for the Water Sector, established within the framework of Global Water Partnership (GWP).
