SESSION PLAN

Topic:
Water Supply, Sanitation and Health within IWRM Considerations

Rationale:
Links between the development and management of water resources and human health are multiple and range from direct to highly complex.  The burden of water-related diseases is significant: a recent estimate of water/sanitation/hygiene associated infectious diarrhoeas together with trachoma, schistosomiasis and intestinal helminth infection adds up to some 2.2 million deaths and 82 million DALYs lost each year.  Malaria and other water-related vector-borne diseases add to this considerably.  

IWRM provides an optimal context to address the health issues related to water resources development in a holistic manner, and the methodology of estimating and attributing the burden of specific diseases to water resources development in specific locations provides a powerful tool to design water management interventions for priority health issues.

Health Impact Assessment is a key decision making tool in the planning of IWRM.  Mitigating measures and health safeguards of a water management nature will form the basis for a sustainable public health approach that will prevent the transfer of "hidden costs" to the health sector and will allow the health services to adapt to new needs that will arise with the development of water resources.  The economics of IWRM, health status and health services are intricately linked.
